TELLING THEIR STORIES BY SHOWING THEIR PICTURES
The Education Center at The Wall is a learning facility being built underground on the National Mall in Washington, D.C. Its centerpiece will be a larger-than-life wall of photos that will display pictures of those whose names are on The Wall on their birthdays. Other exhibits in the center will include a selection of the over 100,000 items that have been left at the Vietnam Veterans Memorial, a timeline of key military events of the Vietnam War and a history of The Wall.
The Vietnam Veterans Memorial Fund, which is leading the drive to build the Education Center, launched a National Call for Photos in September 2009 with FedEx Office, its partner in the venture. The two organizations are asking states, communities and individuals across the country to contribute photos of the more than 58,000 people whose names are on The Wall.

Hundreds of people submitted photos in the first days of the launch, but there is a long way to go. How can you help? If you have a photo, go to any FedEx Office location (there are more than 1,600 in the United States) and a staff member will scan and submit your photo free of charge. Or visit www.VVMFCenter.org to learn other ways you can send a photo. If you don’t have a photo, help your community gather pictures of local men and women whose names are on The Wall. The Memorial Fund is collecting remembrances along with the photos. Many of these stories will also be used in the Education Center, to tell about the lives cut short because of the Vietnam War and to showcase the values shared by service members throughout the generations—values such as loyalty, duty, respect, service, honor, integrity and courage. By discovering their stories, it is felt, we can honor their values. Because these values have been shared by service members throughout our country’s history, the final exhibit of the Center will show photos of those who served and sacrificed in all of America’s wars, reminding us that freedom is never free.
